
Avon Boat Courses - Terms and Conditions 

Bookings
1. Bookings can only be accepted on Avon Boat Course official booking/health declaration forms.

2. The whole course fee must be received at least a week before the commencement of the course.

3. Cheques are to be made out to Avon Boat Courses. Credit cards are not acceptable.

4. Cash will be accepted on arrival and before the course starts.

Cancellation
1. Avon Boat Courses reserves the right to cancel any of its courses. In this case a full refund will be given.

2. If you cancel or ask for a postponement the full fee will be retained unless we can arrange an alternative date or we can fill your place from our waiting list.. Should we still be able to run the course, a 10% administration fee will be retained. Should you need to cancel or postpone please tell us as soon as possible to enable us to try to fill your place.

Liabilities
1. Avon Boat Courses will at all times take every reasonable precaution to ensure the safety and well-being of every student and therefore will not be held liable for personal injury, death, accident, sickness/illness on our premises or craft. 

Information Accuracy
1. While taking every care in their production we cannot be held responsible for any liabilities arising from any inaccuracies in any of our publicity materials.

Own Boat Tuition
1. A client using his own boat is responsible for it being fully insured, fit for the purpose and conforming to all the current national and local regulations. The client is required to give a written undertaking to this effect when booking.

2. The owner of the boat remains the “Captain” at all times and is therefore responsible for the craft and its crew even if under instruction. The owner thus undertakes not to hold the instructor responsible for any loss, damage or accident howsoever caused to any craft, property or persons. The owner also undertakes to have had this agreed by his insurance provider.

Family Courses
1. Children up to the age of 18 years remain the responsibility of their parent/carer at all times when ashore or afloat.

2. Children will be expected to follow any instruction given to them to ensure their safety.

3. All children will be expected to fully participate in the course to their level of age, ability and aptitude.

Termination of course in progress
Avon Boat Courses reserves the right to terminate any course at any stage on grounds of safety, accident, weather conditions or any other reason deemed necessary by the instructor. In this unlikely event the only compensation given will be a refund pro rata on time remaining.
